Explaining the doctrine
of the Trinity

Trying to explain the doctrine of
the Trinity has kept many a theolo-
gian busy down the centuries.
One helpful picture is to imagine
the sun shining in the sky.

The sun itself i way out there in
space 1 unapproachable in its fiery
majesty 1 is the Father. The light
that flows from it, and which illumi-
nates all our lives, is the Son. The
heat that flows from it, and which
gives us all the energy to move
and grow, is the Holy Spirit.

You cannot have the sun without
its light and its heat. The light and
the heat are from the sun, are of
the sun, and yet are also distinct in
themselves, with their own roles to

play.

The Bible makes clear that God is
One God, who is disclosed in three

persons: Father, Son (Jesus
Christ) and Holy Spirit. For exam-
ple:

NEWS FROM
JEEL AL-AMAL

A recent pilgrimage to the Holy
Land, attended by some of our pa-
rishioners, included a visit to the
orphanages of Jeel and Lazarus,
on the outskirts of Bethany.

Bethany is no longer easy to get to.
The massive security wall, which
runs for miles, stops visitors like
ourselves from taking the easy
route over the Mount of Olives, and
instead we have to board the coach
and travel many miles to approach
the town from the other side.

Bethany and Jericho are really the

only towns on the West Bank which
we are allowed to visit; the rest of
the area is considered unsafe for
tourists.

Bethany itself is a friendly little town
(frequented by Jesus on many oc-
casions, as some of his closest
friends lived in the village).

The lack of money, however, is
obvious from the men standing
around waiting for work; the lack of
an organised system of refuse col-
lection is also quite apparent.

At Jeel al-Amal, things have
changed. The members of staff are
still recovering from the death of




their founder an
Sahhar, and they speak very fondly
of her and of all that she achieved.

The children themselves have
bounced back, as any children tend
to do; they are very happy, and just
as welcoming as they ever were, as
can be seen from the photos!

They were very appreciative of all
that is being done for them by visi-
tors, and we were thanked many
times over for the gifts we brought,
and for the money we regularly
send.

Behind the happy faces, however,
there are serious difficulties. The
staff have not been paid for three
months, due to lack of funds, and at
t he girl so home

remains unfinished, while rental

costs on the land of the old building

l soar.

Some good news, however, is that
the orphanages have appointed a
public relations officer, who will be
responsible for finding ways of mak-
ing the orphanages better known,
and of raising more funds.

Here at St Mo | ua
tinuing our series of Beetle Drives
for the orphanages, at the request
of our parishioners, who, despite
our own problems, are very keen to
continue their support for Jeel.

We give to the orphanages through
the McCabe Educational Trust, and
you will find a letter from the Secre-
tary elsewhere in this edition of
CONTACT.

Please keep both the children and
the staff in your prayers.
