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REMEMBRANCE 
 
 
Have you seen the film ‗Saving 
Private Ryan‘? The first twenty 
minutes of the film is a powerful 
account of war, portraying the first 
landing crafts arriving at the Nor-
mandy beaches on D Day. The 
film successfully brings to life the 
events of that day, as a vivid act 
of remembrance. 
 
From a biblical perspective, the 
word remembrance means mak-
ing present a past reality, so that 
we can benefit from it today. On 
Remembrance Sunday we think 
about those who have given their 
lives in wars over the years, as 
well as those who continue to 
grieve over their lost loved ones. 
We want to make their sacrifice in 
past conflicts real for us today, so 
that we can engage with the hor-
ror of war and those enduring suf-
fering today. 
 
It involves dealing with the why 
question in the face of relentless 
tragedies and injustices: why 
does God allow such suffering to 
take place? One of the great 
themes of the Scriptures is that 
God identifies with the suffering. 
But the Christian faith goes be-
yond this! It affirms that in Jesus, 
God‘s son, divinity became in-
volved in suffering and death on 
the cross. It is at Calvary that we 
see how God himself knows what 
it is to lose a loved one in an un-

provoked attack. ‗I could never 
myself believe in God if it were 
not for the Cross. In the real 
world of pain, how could one wor-
ship a God who was immune to 
it?‘ (John Stott). 
 
Although we don‘t fully under-
stand the reason why God allows 
evil and suffering to continue, we 
do know what the reason isn‘t! It 
can‘t be that he doesn‘t love us! 
God so loved us and hates suf-
fering that he was willing to come 
down and get involved in our 
hurting world. This can be a 
source of real strength on such 
an occasion. 
 
However, how can we ensure 
that those who have given their 
lives are truly honoured, not for-
getting those who are risking their 
lives in conflicts today? An appro-
priate response is to actively 
work and pray for justice in our 
world, especially where there is 
inequality and conflict. In a di-
vided world we are also called to 
renew our efforts to work for 
peace. We need to be serious 
about being peacemakers, espe-
cially where it involves those 
close to us. As Jesus said, 
‗Blessed are the peacemakers, 
for they will be called sons of 
God‘ (Matt 5:9).

It seems that reminiscence ther-

apy can increase the cognitive 

recall and agility of the mind by up 

to 12 per cent in just six weeks.   It 

doesn‘t reverse dementia, but it 

does help people with dementia to 

use what they still have to the best 

account.

1 November: 
FEAST OF ALL SAINTS 

All Saints, or All 
Hallows, is the 
feast of all the 
r e d e e m e d , 
known and un-
known, who are 
now in heaven. 

When the Eng-
lish Reformation 
took place, the 
number of saints 
in the calendar 
was drastically 
reduced, with 
the result that All 
Saints‘ Day 
stood out with a 
prominence that 
it had never had before. 

This feast day first began in the 
East, perhaps as early as the 5th 
century, as commemorating ‗the 
martyrs of the whole world‘. A 
Northern English 9th century cal-
endar named All Hallows as a 
principal feast, and such it has 
remained. 

Down the centuries devotional 
writers have seen in it the fulfil-
ment of Pentecost and indeed of 
Christ‘s redemptive sacrifice and 
resurrection. 

 
The saints do not belong to any 
religious tradition, and their lives 
and witness to Christ can be ap-
preciated by all Christians. 

29 November 
ADVENT SUNDAY 

As Novem-
ber closes, 
Advent be-
gins. The 
exact birth-
date of Je-
sus is not 
known, but 
during the 
5th century 
the date of 
25 Decem-
ber was cho-
sen to be-
come the 
Feast of the 
Nativity, or 
Christmas. 

 
By the sixth 

century, the 

C h r i s t i a n 

Church was 

in the habit of spending several 

weeks leading up to Christmas in 

prayerful, expectant preparation.  

 

The fourth Sunday before Christ-

mas Day became Advent Sunday. 

‗Advent‘, of course, means 

‗coming‘, or ‗coming in‘, and tradi-

tionally special candles have been 

lit, and more recently, advent cal-

endars used, as the Church pre-

pares itself for the coming of the 

Holy Child, the long-awaited Mes-

siah. 
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30 November 
FEAST OF ST ANDREW 

The apostle Andrew is patron saint 
of Scotland. According to the gos-
pel of Matthew, Andrew and his 
brother Simon Peter were the very 
first two disciples whom Jesus 
called. ―Come, follow me, and I will 
make you fishers of men.‖ (Matt 
4:18,19) 

Without more ado, they obeyed. 
―At once they left their nets and 
followed him.‖ The story is touch-
ing for the simple but total faith 
which they had in Jesus. 

Whenever the gospel accounts 
mention the disciples, Andrew‘s 
name is always in the first four. 
Rather than a boisterous leader of 
men (like Peter), he seems to have 
been an approachable person who 
wanted to help people. 

It was Andrew who helped intro-
duce a group of Greeks to Jesus 
(John 12:20-2) and Andrew who 
offered Jesus the five small barley 
loaves and two small fishes when 
Jesus challenged them to feed the 
five thousand. (John 6:8) 

His faith in Jesus over small things 
was richly rewarded, and this faith-
ful, kindly Galilean fisherman 
turned disciple went on to become 
one of the 12 apostles of the Chris-
tian Church. 

Andrew never settled back in 
Capernaum by Galiliee. Instead, 
his ‗fishing for men‘ seems to have 

taken him far. One ancient tradi-
tion links him with Greece, where 
both Scythia and Epirus claimed 
him as their apostle. Another place 
in Greece, Patras in Achaia, 
claimed to be the place where An-
drew was eventually martyred. 

Like Jesus, he was crucified, but 
the story goes that during the two 
days it took him to die, he 
preached earnestly to the people 
about Jesus. Andrew was not 
afraid of death on a cross – he 
had seen it before, and knew one 
thing for certain: because of Je-
sus, there was nothing but eternal 
life ahead of him. 

But how did he end up as patron 
saint of Scotland?  Well, according 
to one ancient legend, his relics 
were taken from Patras to Scot-
land in the 8th century, and ended 
up in Fife, where a church dedi-
cated to him was built and became 
a centre for evangelization and 
later pilgrimage. As Andrew was 
the only apostle to make it as far 
as Scotland, he was chosen as 
patron saint. 

His bones, however, did not stay 
in Scotland—over the years they 
were taken to many places. 
 
In art Andrew is depicted with a 
normal Latin cross in the most an-
cient examples. The salitre cross 
‗X‘, commonly called St Andrew‘s 
Cross, and which represents Scot-
land on the Union Jack, was asso-
ciated with him from the 10th cen-
tury. 
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BLASPHEMY LAW 
IN PAKISTAN: 

ONLINE PETITION 
 
An online petition to change the 
blasphemy legislation in Pakistan 
has been recently presented to the 
Pakistan High Commissioner. 
 
The petition follows a recent state-
ment by the Archbishop of Canter-
bury, condemning attacks on 
Christians in Pakistan. In the past 
weeks a number of Christians in 
Pakistan have been murdered by 
violent mobs stirred up by extrem-
ists as part of a pattern of violence 
that has been intensifying in recent 
years. 
 
These killings have been very 
widely condemned by Christian 
and Muslim religious leaders 
around the world and by the Gov-
ernment of Pakistan as well as by 
many others. 
 
The attacks have frequently been 
associated with false accusations 
of blasphemy or desecration of the 
Quran which have been used to 
stir up mob violence. 
 
The online petition is called ‗Safety 
and respect for Christians in Paki-
stan‘, and is being made on behalf 
of the Anglican Communion. 
 
The petition states ―The attacks on 
Christians, and on occasions also 
on Muslims, facilitated as they are 
by the law on blasphemy, are very 
damaging to the reputation of Paki-

stan and indeed to the reputation 
of Muslims which we wish to see 
restored.‖ 
 
It has already been signed by over 
1800 people, both Christian and 
Muslim, from twenty countries 
around the world including Paki-
stan. Twenty bishops have also 
added their names in support of 
the petition.

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MORE ABOUT 

MESSIAH 
 

Composed in the summer of 1741 

and premiered in Dublin in April 

1742, Messiah is Handel‘s most 

famous creation, and is among the 

most popular works in western cho-

ral literature.  It includes the very 

well-known chorus, ―Hallelujah!‖ 

 

The work is a presentation of our 

Lord‘s life, and it is common to per-

form it during the season of Advent 

(as our performance will be), in 

preparation for Christmas. 

 

The work contains choruses and 

arias which are known throughout 

the world, such as ―For unto us a 

son is born‖, ―And the glory of the 

Lord‖ and ―I know that my Re-

deemer Liveth.‖ 

 

There is great debate as to whether 

Handel titled his oratorio ―Messiah‖ 

or ―The Messiah‖, but it is a rather 

pointless argument. 

 

The Hallelujah Chorus is the most 

famous part of the work.  In many 

parts of the world, it is the accepted 

practice for the audience to stand 

for this section of the performance. 

Tradition has it that King George II 

rose to his feet at this point. As the 

first notes of the triumphant Hallelu-

jah Chorus rang out, the king rose.  

Royal protocol has always de-

manded that whenever the mon-

arch stands, so does everyone in 

the monarch's presence. Thus, the 

entire audience and orchestra 

stood too, initiating a tradition that 

has lasted more than two centu-

ries. It is lost to history the exact 

reason why the King stood at that 

point, but the most popular expla-

nation is: 

As was and is the custom, one 

stands in the presence of royalty as 

a sign of respect. The Hallelujah 

chorus clearly places Christ as the 

King of Kings. In standing, King 

George II accepted that he too was 

subject to the Lord of Lords. 

 

There is another story told 

(perhaps apocryphally) about this 

chorus that Handel's assistant 

walked in to Handel's room after 

shouting to him for several minutes 

with no response. The assistant 

reportedly found Handel in the mid-

dle of writing the Hallelujah Chorus, 

in tears, and when asked what was 

wrong, Handel held up the score to 

this movement and said, "I thought 

I saw the face of God." 

 

If you‘ve never heard ―Messiah‖, 

we strongly recommend that you 

buy a ticket and come along—it 

just might be one of the most sig-

nificant moments of your life!

ARCHBISHOP ENCOURAGES 
RESPONSE TO GOD’S HOPE FOR US 

IN ENVIRONMENT VIDEOCAST 
 
 
The Archbishop of Canterbury shares concerns for the planet in a 
new videocast encouraging viewers to sign up in advance, via the 
internet, to the Church of England's environmentally-themed online 
Advent calendar for 2009, with its daily green challenges and 
thoughts. 
 
The Ready Steady Slow videocast is available on the website 
www.whywearewaiting.com and on YouTube. 
 
Dr Williams says in the two-minute videocast: "...Among the many 
things that are making us unsettled... at present, is of course the 
crisis in our environment: the effects of climate change, the effects 
of pollution, the long-term anxiety about whether we as human be-
ings actually have a future on this earth.‖ 
 
The Archbishop continues: "The answer to this is, in large measure, 
in our hands. It' s about our lifestyle; it's about the ways we are pre-
pared to go with the grain of God's creation, rather than fighting 
against it and trying all the time to overcome it." 
 
Dr Williams adds that our aim should be "to live patiently, to live re-
spectfully, to live in a way that takes our material environment seri-
ously.... God creates us so we may be part of his creation - not 
some alien power manipulating it to our own ends." 
 
Another videocast with the Archbishop will follow on the First Sun-

day of Advent.
