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Dear Parishioners,

From Palm Sunday to Easter Day
the Church remembers the journey
of our Lord from his entry into Jeru-
salem to his last meal, trial, crucifix-
ion, death, and resurrection. These
are the pivotal events for our faith.
Much more than Christmas, this
week deserves the full attention and
commitment of all the members of
our parish family.

In fact, the focus of these eight days
is truly on the events of what is
known as the Triduum: From night-
fall on Thursday night (in a sense
the beginning of Good Friday)
through to Easter Sunday evening.

We need to enter these days with a
renewed sense of being one with
Christ through his death and resur-
rection, and involve the common
prayer of our whole community.

Each year i n St
parishioners attend the daily ser-
vices and try, however imperfectly,

t o enter i nto ou
and make an attempt to come to
terms with Jesusbod
Cross.

Holy Week and Easter can be a
moving and meaningful period
within our local branch of the Chris-
tian family, but | do not believe that
we can enter into the full joy of
Easter Resurrection unless we have
first experienced something of the
Passion.

Our range of Holy Week services
have been carefully chosen and
arranged over a period of years in
order to help us achieve this aim,
but | would suggest that to attend
church on Palm Sunday and not to
come back until Easter Day means
that we lose out on the full experi-
ence of the worship and devotion of
this special time.

I would therefore challenge all our
people to dedicate themselves to
the worship of the Almighty each
evening from Palm Sunday to Holy
Saturday, and then on Easter Day.

What ? You think
Too much for the Saviour who hung
upon the Cross, bearing the sins of
the world - including yours and
mine? Too much for the God who
left his glory and came to this life in
order to save our souls from hell?
| Too much? Please think about
it...pray about it...and then come
and join us for our Holy Week devo-
tions.

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WHY
THE CROSS?

The cross is the badge of the
Christian. Yet it was the most cruel
form of execution known in the
ancient world until it was eventu-
ally banned in the 5th century AD.
Paradoxically as a horrifying instru-
ment of torture and death, it is also
a symbol of love and peace.

The cross is a picture of violence,
yet the key to peace;
a picture of suffering, yet the key to
healing; a picture of death, yet the
key to life; a picture of utter weak-
ness, yet the key to power; a pic-
ture of capital punishment, yet the
key to mercy and forgiveness;
a picture of vicious hatred, yet the
key to love; a picture of supreme
shame, yet the Christian's su-
preme boast.

The cross really is the key to eve-
rything!

Like a cut diamond the cross has
many facets. On the cross the
powers of death and evil were de-
feated; Jesus identified with our
sufferings and set us an example
of self-sacrificial love. However,
above all Jesus died to deal with
the problem of our sin.

St Peter writes, 'He himself bore
our sins in his body on the tree,
so that we might die to sins and
live for righteousness; by his

17

wounds you
have  been
heal ed
Christ  died
for sins once
for all, the
righteous for
the unrighte-
ous, to bring
you to
God' (1Peter 2:24, 3:18). Jesus
has made the way into God's pres-
ence open to all, symbolised when
the curtain in the Temple was torn
in two from top to bottom at the
crucifixion. This veil representing
the barrier between people and
God was torn down by the death of
Christ.

How did Jesus achieve this? He
died in our place, bore our sins
and took our guilt, so paying the
full penalty for our sin. Again his
final cry on the cross, tetelesthai,
was a cry of triumph, 'lt is finished'".
It was the word stamped across
bills to indicate that they had been
paid.

What was the purpose of the
cross? Peter answers this question
in five short words: 'to bring us to
God'. Jesus is like the bridge that
provides access between us and
God. 'If Jesus Christ is to be our
Saviour then he must be able to
place a hand upon a pardoning
God and another hand on a peni-
tent sinner and draw them together
in an act of reconciliation'



NEWS OF RTE RADIO 1

Over the years,
Church of Ire-
land listeners
have enjoyed a
good listening
relationship
with RTE,
which regularly
broadcasts a Church of Ireland
service.

This practice will continue, but no
longer on medium wave.

From 24 March, to listen to the
service on RTE, you will need to
retune your radio to FM, and you
will find RTE Radio 1 somewhere
between 88.2 and 90.0 Mhz. You
can also listen to RTE on LW 252.

Why the move away from medium
wave? Well, RTE have declared
that medium wave technology is
inefficient, environmentally un-
sound and out-of-date, with poor
quality reception and audio. Ap-
parently the vast majority of people
listen on the superior FM band,
and many radios now lack MW
capability.

A Short Catechism of
Basic Church Teaching
by The Very Revd Victor Griffin
