ASCENSION DAY  
 
May continues the season of 
Eastertide, and 40 days after 
Easter comes Ascension Day.  
These are the forty days during 
which the Risen Christ ap-
peared again and again to his 
disciples, following his death 
and resurrection.  
 
The Gospel accounts give us 
little of Christ's teachings and 

deeds during those forty days.  
Jesus was seen by numerous 
disciples: on the road to Em-
maus, by the Sea of Galilee, in 
houses, etc.  
 
He strengthened and encour-
aged his disciples, and at last 
opened their eyes to all that 
the Scriptures had promised 
about the Messiah.  
 
Jesus also told them that as 
the Father had sent him, he 

was now going to send them - 
to all corners of the earth, as 
his witnesses.  

Sunday 11 May  

PENTECOST  
 
Pentecost was the old Jewish 
festival of Firstfruits, which 
took place at the beginning of 
the wheat harvest. It was ex-
actly 50 days after the Pass-
over, the time of our Lordôs 
crucifixion.  
 
Jesus had told his followers 
that something big was going 
to happen, and that they were 

to wait for it in Jerusalem, in-
stead of returning to Galilee. 
Our Lord had plans for his 
apostles -  but he knew they 
could not do the work them-
selves - they would need his 
help.  
 
So the apostles and disciples 
waited in Jerusalem, praying 
together for several days. Sud-
denly there was a sound as of 
a mighty rushing wind. 
Tongues of flame flickered on 

their heads, and they began to 
praise God in many tongues - 
to the astonishment of those 
who heard them.  
 
That morning the Holy Spirit 
came to indwell the apostles 
and disciples of Jesus. The 

Christians were suddenly full of 
life and power, utterly different 
from their former fearful 
selves. The change in them 
was permanent.    (contd over)  
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St Peter gave the first ever sermon 
of the Christian church that morn-
ing: proclaiming Jesus was the 
Messiah.  
 
His boldness in the face of possi-
ble death was in marked contrast 
to the man who had denied Jesus 
50 days before. And 3,000 people 
responded, were converted, and 
were baptised.  
 
Of course Pentecost was not the 
first time the Holy Spirit had acted 
in this world. All through the Old 
Testament there are accounts of 
how God's Spirit guided people 
and strengthened them. But now, 
because of Christ's death and res-
urrection, he could INDWELL 
them.  
 
From now on, every Christian 
could have the confidence that 
Jesus was with them constantly, 
through the indwelling of the Holy 
Spirit. 

Wednesday 14 May 
ST MATTHIAS 

 
Have you ever happened to be in 
the right place at the right time, with 
certain qualifications, and suddenly 
realise that God is singling you out 
for a special task? If so, Matthias is 
a good patron saint for you! 
 
In Acts 1 (15 - 26) the apostles had 
a task to do: Judas had committed 
suicide, and a new apostle needed 
to be chosen.  
 
He had to have been a follower of 
Christ from the Baptism to the As-
cension, and also a witness of the 
Resurrection in order to qualify. 
  
In the event, the choice fell to one 
of two: Joseph Barsabas and Mat-
thias. Lots were drawn, and Mat-
thias was chosen. How confident he 
must have felt in his calling: what 
encouragement that would be when 
the going got rough in later years!  
 
St Matthias is thought to have min-
istered in Cappadocia and even 
Ethiopia. His emblem is usually an 
axe or halberd, regarded as the 
instrument of his martyrdom.

THE PARABLE OF THE 

GOOD WEATHER CHRISTIANS 
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PRINCE CASPIAN COMES HOME 

Americans bring C S Lewis 

back to the U.K. 

The much -loved children's story Prince Caspian, written by CS 
Lewis, has been made into a film by Walt Disney, and is coming 
our way next month.  

The nationwide release of The Chronicles of Narnia -  Prince Cas-
pian will be on 27 June.  

Douglas Gresham, stepson of CS Lewis, says of the story: "One 

of the things I love about 'Prince Caspian' is that in its illustration 
of a return to truth, justice and faith after a millennium of corrup-
tion, the story shows us that no matter how far we have strayed, 
there is always a way back, all we have to do is find it and recog-
nise it."  

'Prince Caspian' will take film -goers to new and undiscovered 
parts of Narnia and promises to be bigger and more spectacular 
than ever before. The film also sees the introduction of a whole 
series of new characters including Prince Caspian, who will go on 
to star in the next 3 chronicles.  

The four young British talents discovered by Adamson for the first 
film are back as the Pevensie children; Georgie Henley as Lucy, 
Skandar Keynes as Edmund, William Moseley as Peter, and Anna 
Popplewell as Susan. The film's title character Prince Caspian will 
be played by Ben Barnes, a 26 -year -old British actor, whose pre-
vious work includes a theatre role in "The History Boys" for Lon-
don's National Theatre Company and film roles in the independ-
ent feature "Bigga Than Ben" and Matthew Vaughn's fantasy film 
"Stardust".  

"Prince Caspian" follows the Pevensie siblings as they are magi-
cally transported back from England to the world of Narnia, 
where a thrilling, perilous new adventure and an even greater 
test of their faith and courage awaits them. One year after the 
incredible events of 'The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe', the  
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Kings and Queens of Narnia find themselves back in that fara-
way wondrous realm, only to discover that more than 1300 
years have passed in Narnian time. During their absence, the 
Golden Age of Narnia has become extinct, Narnia has been con-
quered by the Telmarines and is now under the control of the 
evil King Miraz, who rules the land without mercy.  

The four children meet Prince Caspian: Narnia's rightful heir to 
the throne, who has been forced into hiding as his uncle Miraz 
plots to kill him in order to place his own newborn son on the 
throne. With the help of the kindly dwarf, a courageous talking 
mouse named Reepicheep, a badger named Trufflehunter and a 
Black Dwarf, Nikabrik, the Narnians, led by the mighty knights 
Peter and Caspian, embark on a remarkable journey to find 
Aslan, rescue Narnia from Miraz's tyrannical hold, and restore 
magic and glory to the land.  

Who is this guy, C S Lewis, 

anyway? 

Whaaaaat???  Ok, here goes: 

Clive Staples "Jack" Lewis  was an 
Irish writer and scholar, born in 
Belfast in 1898.  He was the son of 
the Church of Ireland, having be-
longed to St Markôs Dundela in his 
youth. 

Lewis strayed from the faith in his 
teens, but came back to it in a 
powerful way later in life, his con-
version having a profound effect 
on his academic work. 

His wartime radio broadcasts on 
the subject of Christianity brought 
him wide acclaim. Later in his life 
he married the American writer Joy 
Gresham, who died of bone can-
cer four years later at the age of 
45. 

Lewis's works have been trans-

lated into more than 30 languages 

and have sold more than a million 

copies per year. 

 

The books that comprise The 

Chronicles of Narnia have sold 

more than 100 million copies. 

Many stage and screen adapta-

tions of Lewis's works have also 

been produced, the most notable 

of which is the 2005 Disney film 

adaptation of The Lion, the Witch 

and the Wardrobe. 

 

His many books on Christianity 

are highly sought after, especially 

in the USA. 

 

C S Lewis died in Oxford in 1963, 

at the age of 64.

First there was wood, then metals, and finally plastics. Now we have 
reached a point where we have created compostable ñplasticò from recycla-
ble material. 
 
Plastic is one of the biggest sources of landfill material, and most plastics 
wonôt break down for hundreds of years, but if people can market this new 
plastic on a large scale, this will be a really big boost towards saving the 
planet! 
 
People are now talking about fully biodegradable ñplastic ò bottles. These 
bottles are marketed in the UK and are the current packaging for ñInnocent 
Breakfast Thickiesò, (personally I just stick to Weetabix!) which are a combi-
nation of yogurt, oats and fruit juice. The biodegradable bottle is made from 
completely renewable corn starch, but the material is called poly lactic acid 
and made in a carbon neutral process. 
 
These bottles just take about six weeks to break down. Unfortunately, only 
10% of the UKôs recycling centres have machines that can sort these bot-
tles, so you may want to recycle the cap and compost the bottle yourself. 
 
According to the experts, for a plastic to be called compostable, it needs to 
be biodegradable (break down into carbon dioxide, water, biomass at the 
same rate as cellulose), disintegrate, and have no eco-toxicity (meaning it 
produces no toxic material and the compost supports plant growth). Experts 
also state that other materials that can be used to make the plastic is po-
tato, tapioca, cellulose, and soy protein.
