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HOW THE POPPY APPEAL BEGAN 
 

The first donations for artificial poppies were given in Britain on 11 

November 1921, inspired by John McCraeôs poem óIn Flandersô 

Fields.ô 

 

Some of the bloodiest fighting of World War One took place in the Flan-

ders and Picardy regions of Northern France.  In the aftermath of the 

Warôs total devastation the only thing which would grow on the land was 

the poppy.  McCrae, a doctor serving there with the Canadian Armed 

Forces, wrote these verses about what he saw: 

 

In Flandersô fields the poppies blow 

Between the crosses, row on row, 

That mark our place: and in the sky 

The larks, still bravely singing, fly 

Scarce heard amid the guns below. 

 

We are the dead.  Short days ago 

We lived, felt dawn, saw sunset glow, 

Loved and were loved, and now we lie 

In Flandersô fields. 

 

Take up our quarrel with the foe; 

To you from failing hands we throw 

The torch; be yours to hold it high, 

If ye break faith with us who die 

We shall not sleep, though poppies grow 

In Flandersô fields. 

 

In Britain Major George Howson, a young infantry officer, formed the Dis-

abled Society, to help disabled ex-Servicemen and women from World 

War One.  Howson suggested to the Legion that members of the Disabled 

Society could make poppies and the Poppy Factory was subsequently 

founded in 1922. 

 

The original poppy was designed so that workers could easily assemble it, 

and that principle remains today.  More than 70% of Poppy Factory em-

ployees have a disability or chronic illness.

The number of people worldwide 

who are addicted to the internet 

has reached a staggering level, 

according to psychiatrists.  Ease 

of access to Email and websites 

for gaming, gambling and por-

nography share a heavy part of 

the blame. 

 

The result?  Internet addiction is 

becoming recognised as a clini-

cal disorder.

FRIGHTENS YOU?  

 

What do you worry about on a 

daily basis?  For one in five of us 

it is NOT climate change or ter-

rorist attack; instead it is our-

selvesðour health, or future lack 

of it. 

 

Recent research from BUPA has 

found that we worry most about 

getting cancer, heart disease, or 

obesity.  But just worrying about 

it can actually harm us, leading to 

sleepless nights or increased al-

cohol consumption.

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The greatest thing in all the 
world -  is? Different people 
would complete this sentence 
according to their outlook and 
hopes and ambitions.  
 
For the Christian the greatest 
thing in all the world is -  the 
love of God. It is the biggest 
thing, the most powerful thing, 
the longest -enduring thing, for 
God himself IS love. Tucked 
away in John's First Letter are 
the three words 'God is 
love' (4:16). What truth in a 
few words! What profundity in 
simplicity! What theology in 
nine letters!  
 
Of course God's character is 
also holiness, righteousness, 
justice, mercy, unchangeable-
ness. But there is something so 
beautiful, so simple, so imme-
diate in these three words - 
God is love.  
The well -known incident in the 
life of Professor Karl Barth il-
lustrates the theme. At the 
height of his power and influ-
ence as the world's greatest

IN ALL THE 

WORLD 

Christian theologian, Barth 
was asked, during a lecture 
tour in America, what was the 
most important truth he had 
discovered. He thought a mo-
ment and then said. 'Jesus 
loves me this I know, for the 
Bible tells me so.'  
 
And it is the Bible that tells us 
this. All the books of the Bible 
are employed to show us this 
great truth. Historians, psalm-
ists, biographers, prophets, 
apostles and evangelists join, 
from Genesis to Revelation, 
each to tell us in their own 
words that God is love.  
 
The love of God is a biblical 
theme with many variations. 
Paul talks about the love of 
God in four dimensions; its 
length, and breadth, and 
height, and depth (Eph. 
3:18). John puts it another 
way when he says that in God 
'there is no darkness at all' (1 
John 1:5).  
 
There is no darkness in the 
love of God! It is utterly pure 
and holy, like a perfect dia-
mond without a flaw. Not only 
is the love of God without sin, 
it is without stain or shadow 
or suspicion. In it there is no 
ambiguity, no compromise, 
no moral indifference, no hid-
den agendas. God loves us 
with a holy love, a love that 
cares and sympathizes and 
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pays the price of our salvation 
for it led our Lord to the cross.  
 
It is this combination of love 
and light that meets us in our 
meditation when we turn the 
pages of the Bible.  
 
The God who loves us with an 
everlasting love dwells in 'the 
light unapproachable' (1 Tim. 
6:16) and so we are led to 
worship him.  
 
Hear what the psalmist says. 
'Exalt the Lord our God and 
worsh i p  a t  h i s  f oot -
stool' (99:5).  
 
The prophet concurs. 'The 
high and lofty One whose 
name is holy' (Is. 57:15). The 
cherubim add their confirma-
tion. 'Holy, holy, holy, is the 
Lord of Hosts' (Is. 6:3).  
 
As we listen to Jesus praying 
he says. 'Holy Father' (John 
17:11). And the hymns of the 
Apocalypse have the same 
theme. 'They rest not day or 
night, saying, Holy, holy, holy, 
Lord God Almighty' (Rev. 
4:8).  
 
Love's height is love's holi-
ness. God is light! God is 
truth! God is love! And he 
loves you and me!

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HOLY DAYS 
this month 

November 1  
Feast of All Saints  

 
All Saints, or All Hallows, is the 
feast of all the redeemed, 
known and unknown, who are 
now in heaven. When the Eng-

lish Reformation took place, 
the number of saints in the cal-
endar was drastically reduced, 
with the result that All Saints' 
Day stood out with a promi-
nence that it had never had 
before.  

 
This feast day first began in the 
East, perhaps as early as the 
5th century, as commemorat-
ing 'the martyrs of the whole 
world'. A Northern English 9th 
century calendar named All 

Hallows as a principal feast, 
and such it has remained. 
Down the centuries devotional 
writers have seen in it the ful-
filment of Pentecost and indeed 
of Christ's redemptive sacrifice 
and resurrection.  
 
The saints do not belong to any 
religious tradition, and their 
lives and witness to Christ can 
be appreciated by all Chris-
tians.

As November 
closes, Advent 
begins. The ex-

act birth -date of 
Jesus is not 
known, but dur-
ing the 5th cen-
tury the date of 
25 December 
was chosen to 

become the 
Feast of the Na-
tivity, or Christ-
mas.  
 
 By the sixth century, the 
Christian Church was in the 
habit of spending several 

weeks leading up to Christ-
mas in prayerful, expectant 
preparation.  
 
The fourth Sunday before 
Christmas Day became Ad-
vent Sunday. 'Advent', of 

course, means 'coming', or 
'coming in', and traditionally 
special candles have been lit, 
and more recently, advent 
calendars used, as the Church 
prepares itself for the coming 
of the Holy Child, the long -
awaited Messiah.

As Christians, 
the Bible 
teaches us

each one of us, especially in the 
gift of Jesus.  
 
In his old age, King David organ-
ized a huge collection to fund the 
building of the new temple by the 
next generation. 
 
ñEverything we have has come 
from you, and we give you only 
what you have already given us! 
We are here for only a moment, 
visitors and strangers in the land 
as our ancestors were before us. 
Our days on earth are like a 
shadow, gone so soon without a 
trace. O Lord our God, even 
these materials that we have 
gathered to build a temple to 
honour your holy name come 
from you! It all belongs to you!ò 
[1 Chron 29, 14-16] 
 
God provides all our wealth and 

possessions on loan, and ex-
pects us to enjoy them and be 
generous to others, particularly 
our families and those more 
needy than ourselves. 
 
ñGood people leave an inheri-
tance to their grandchil-
drenò [Prov 13, 22] 
 
But Jesus warned his followers 
not to have money and posses-
sions at the centre of their lives. 
 
  ñDon't be greedy for what you 
don't have. Real life is not meas-
ured by how much we ownò He 
then went on to tell the parable 
of the rich farmer who built big-
ger barns "But God said to him, 
'You fool! You will die this very 
night. Then who will get it all?' 
"Yes, a person is a fool to store 
up earthly wealth but not have a 
rich relationship with God."  
[St Luke 12, 15-21] 
 

Jesus also said, "Give to Caesar 
what belongs to him. But every-
thing that belongs to God must 
be given to God." [St Matt 22, 
21] 
 
St Paul said: ñYet true religion 
with contentment is great wealth. 
After all, we didn't bring anything 
with us when we came into the 

Why every Christian needs a Will 
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world, and we certainly cannot 
carry anything with us when we 
die.ò  [1 Tim 6, 6] 
 
St Paul also said that he looked 
forward to dying:  
 
ñFor to me, living is for Christ, 
and dying is even better I'm torn 
between two desires: Sometimes 
I want to live, and sometimes I 
long to go and be with Christ. 
That would be far better for 
me.ò [Phil 1, 20-23] 
 
The writer to the Hebrews (5,14) 
said ñFor this world is not our 
home; we are looking forward to 
our city in heaven, which is yet to 
come.ò  
 
Many of us regard Christian giv-
ing as important, as much our 
response to Godôs amazing gen-
erosity to us, as giving to pay the 
bills of our local Church. 
 
Itôs part of our walk of faith.  
Making decisions about what will 
happen to our money and pos-
sessions after our death is also 
an important part of our disciple-
ship - making appropriate provi-
sion for our families and loved 
ones, choosing how to express 
our thanks to God, and express-
ing generosity by supporting the 
causes and concerns that are 
important to us.
