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INTERNATIONAL
DAY OF PRAYER
FOR JERUSALEM

Instituted with the endorsement of
hundreds of Christian leaders from
around the world, representing
tens of millions of Christian people,
the International Day of Prayer for
Jerusalem will be held on Sunday
5 October.

The call is for sustained, fervent,
global intercession for the plans
and purposes of God for Jerusa-
lem and all her people. This
prayer initiative coincides with the
Jewish season of Yom Kippur.

The goal of the organisers is to
have, by 1 October, 175 participat-
ing nations, and a Prayer resolu-
tion has been drawn up as follows:

children of Abraham by faith,

Recognising that God has
kept his word to Abraham
and his descendants and
settled them in their home-

The work of the Trust and the generous support of our parishioners here
at Stormont, all became worthwhile when the teachers saw the smiles on
faces of the children, and the sense of achievement that comes from
knowing that we are all making a real difference to the lives of these kids.

NINETY
YEARS OF AGE!

The number of people in the UK
who celebrate their 90th birthday
grows larger year by year. Nearly
half a million people in the UK will
be doing so in 2009! The actual es-
timated number is 460,000 men and
women.

This is up from 360,000 in the year
2000, itself an increase from
250,000 in 1991. The rate of in-
crease in numbers was especially
high in the 1990s, averaging 12,000
a year, but since the 21st century
dawned we have still been adding
11,000.

Nearly three-quarters, 74%, of
those who are 90 or over are
women, a percentage which is
dropping owing to the greater lon-
gevity of more and more men. The
percentage of women was 81% in
1991.

It is possible that as many as 18%
of those 90 or over have a Christian
commitment, one in every 6, al-
though many will not be able to get
to church, as they will be living in
residential homes, or needing trans-
port.

In a survey of older Christians un-
dertaken a few years ago, in which
over 200 90-year olds participated,
many said they still kept reading
their Bible, and many watched the
BBC Sunday programme Songs of
Praise, finding it a spiritual experi-
ence.

Virtually half, 49%, of all 90-year
olds went to Sunday School back
in the 1920s, and many will still
remember the hymns they sang
then and the Bible verses they
had to learn by heart.

How can we help these older peo-
ple bring their faith alive, espe-
cially when it has been dulled by
years of nominalism or even ne-
glect? There is an urgency also -
only 10,000 of 90-year olds will
celebrate their 100th birthday.

Over the years, several people
from St Mol uads
reach the age of 100, the most
recent of whom was Mrs Jemima
Moates, a very active lady in her
old age, who died just a few years
ago.

BOOK REVIEW

AThey Knew Mr
by Dorothy Whipple
(A forgotten novelist)

The Blakes are a happy middle-
class family living in a modest
semi-detached house in the sub-
urbs of an English town. Enter the
Devil in the guise of an unscrupu-
lous financier and bon viveur Laur-
ence Knight.

Thomas Blake, an inherently hon-
est man, and Knight come to-
gether by oure chance, but their
meeting unleashes a chain of
events that has profound and shat-
tering consequences on the lives
of each member of the Blake fam-

ily.
