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CHILDREN
WITH GOOD MANNERS

It seems that the wheel has turned
full circle: mothers are returning to
the values of their grandparents,
and want children with good old-
fashioned manners. Hooray!

Thus mothers are keen to teach
their young ones the value of saying
please and thank you, of telling the
truth, of table manners, and of giv-
ing up seats for the elderly.

The poll on attitudes to motherhood
was for M&S Money, the personal
finance section of Marks & Spencer.

It also found that three quarters of
mothers feel it is right to start teach-
ing manners by three years of age.

A third of the mothers polled had
also started teaching their children
the value of money, and the impor-
tance of saving, between the ages
of three and five. Children are en-
couraged to pay into a piggy bank
or savings account, and earn pocket
money by doing household chores.

Further, the research discovered
that it is increasingly mothers who
take the role of the disciplinarian - a
reversal of the traditional role.

Crossing the border between
Gaza and lIsrael is difficult and
hazardous. Those arriving from
Jerusalem go through the Erez
checkpoint and then face a
walk through rubble and the
shells of destroyed buildings.

Only a few of those who are ill
are allowed to seek medical aid
in Israel or the West Bank, so
the pressure o
tals continues to grow.

Al Ahli Arab Hospital is an oasis
of tolerance and hope in this
dangerous situation. With over
80% of the population living
below the poverty line, the hos-
pital depends on the courage
and determination of its staff as
they help all in need of medical

care.

Despite all the difficulties, the
hospital continues to treat
around 3,000 patients per
month, and sends out mobile
clinics to those unable to travel
to Gaza City.

A visitor to the hospital re-
cently commended the staff
with these words:

On Holy Cross Day the Church
celebrates the Cross as a symbol of

triumph, as the
tory over death. Holy Cross Day
goes right back to 14 September
335, and we have the mother of a
Roman Emperor to thank for it.

Helena was a devout Christian, and
after her son, Constantine, was con-
verted, they agreed that she should
travel from Rome to Israel, and
seek out the places of special sig-
nificance to Christians.

Jesusd birth,
Of course, much of Jerusalem had
bbeean cdestroyed &y thes Romans
around 135 AD. But even so, He-
lena finally located what she be-
lieved to be the sites of the Crucifix-
ion and of the Burial (and modern
archaeologists

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think she may well be correct). The
sites were so close together that
she built one large church over
them - the Church of the Holy Sep-
ulchre. That church, built in hon-
our of the Cross, was dedicated on
14 September 335.

The sign of the Cross has been
used by Christians since early
times.

What is its significance? Well, peo-
ple often put their initials or some
sort of personal mark on some-
thing to show that it belongs to
them. The Cross is the personal
mark of our Lord Jesus Christ, and
we mark it on ourselves as a sign
that we belong to him.

Even in the book of Revelation, we
read that the servants of God are
6seal edd or
heads as a sign that they are his.

A preacher once put it this way: if
you were explaining to someone
how to make a cross, you would
say: "Dr aw an
standing before the Lord, saying,
6here | amb.

WHAT ABOUT HEAVEN?

A rector was visiting a man who was very ill. At the foot of the
stairs the sick man's wife whispered apprehensively, 'Say some-
thing hopeful to him - not about heaven and all that'. We tend to
imagine heaven as something remote and less real than this
life. However, C S Lewis in The Great Divorce describes a
heaven where everythimlg is more solid than on earth, with flow-
ers like diamonds and leaves heavier than sacks of coal. So
what are the important questions to ask about the reality of
heaven?

What is heaven like?

Importantly, heaven is being in the presence of God and his
Son Jesus Christ. 'Now the dwelling of God is with men, and he
will live with them. They will be his people, and God himself will
be with them and be their God' (Rev 21:3). This also means an
end of all insecurity, pain, suffering, sin, death and evil (Rev
21:4). As a result we will worship and be united with all God's
people; this is what we were created for - 'to glorify God and to
enjoy him forever'!

What will we be like?

When sharing in the community of heaven, how will we recog-
nise each other? Just as Jesus' followers were able to recog-
nise him after his resurrection, so we shall know one another.
We will have 'spiritual bodies' appropriate to the life of heaven.
But it will be knowledge on a deeper level, with fuller love and
understanding than we have ever known before.

Where is heaven?

Is heaven simply 'pie in the sky when you die'? As a sphere of
existence outside of time and space, it is better to think of it as
‘a dimension of present reality' (Bishop Tom Wright). Indeed,
the Holy Spirit is the 'deposit guaranteeing our inheritance' (Eph
1:14), giving us a foretaste of heaven in the present.

Who will be there?

Jesus is clear about heaven, 'For God so loved the world that
he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him
shall not perish but have eternal life." (John 3:16). If we enjoy a
relationship with God today, we can look forward to the fuller
experience in heaven. However, God simply underlines our
choice if we reject him now! We live in a real world with real
choices; what we choose today affects our lives now and in
eternity!
